Proof of Completion 3c: Prepare a disaster kit using the checklist. 

​Minimum of three-day water supply. 
​Nonperishable foods and a canopener. 
​Eating utensils. 
​Any special foods or other important items for babies, elderly people, or family 
members (such as eyeglasses, prescription medications, portable devices, etc.) 

​Family first-aid kit. 
​Battery- or crank-powered radio. 
​Flashlight or lantern. 
​Extra batteries. 
​Matches in waterproof container and fire-starting kit. 
​Blankets or a sleeping bag for each family member. 
​Extra clothing appropriate for the season. 
​Dust masks for air filtering. 
​Soap, wipes, or antibacterial gel for hand sanitation. 
​Toilet paper. 
​Copies of important family documents. 
​Whistle to signal for help. 
​Local maps. 



​Cash and coins. 
​Books, games, and other personal comfort items. 
​Sunscreen and insect repellant.
